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REVISED TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR THE HEALTH AND SAFETY
COMMITTEE

1. INTRODUCTION
The purpose of the report is to set out the terms of reference for the Health and
Safety Committee for approval.

2. BACKGROUND

In line with standing orders (and the health board’s scheme of delegation), the
board nominated a committee to be known as the Health and Safety Committee.
As such, terms of reference were developed to set out its role, responsibility and
operating arrangements.
