	A report providing an update the Health Board’s Court of Protection Cases was received. 

In introducing the report, Hazel Lloyd highlighted the following points:
· The Mental Health and Learning Disabilities Service Group are managing all Court of Protection cases via the Datix Management System.  There are currently 44 matters on Datix, falling under the remit of Court of Protection Cases. Colleagues in Legal and Risk have supported to sense check the cases on Datix and this will continue moving forward;
· Currently, the cases are managed by the Service Group and Executive Directors are supporting and reviewing the arrangements. 

In discussing the report the following points were raised:

Maggie Berry asked if there were further cases to put on the Datix management system. Hazel Lloyd was of the view that all cases had been placed on Datix but would confirm with the member of staff leading on the work in the service group. Dermot Nolan noted the team are in a much better position of recent and acknowledged it isn’t the number of reports but the information required which adds pressure to clinicians. Maggie Berry queried if the majority of the reports are section 49 reports. Dermot Nolan advised it is predominately section 49 reports which can be complex in relation to what the court has requested, which takes time for the practioners to liaise with practioners and family. The team are robustly managing the expectations regarding timescales and requests of the court.
