CHRISTMAS MONIES 2025


1. INTRODUCTION
This is a request to release £875.00 from Swansea Bay General Fund (Y664)


2. BACKGROUND
Monies for Christmas festivities was traditionally funded centrally from the Swansea Bay General fund (formally Helping Hand Fund) until 2023, when there were insufficient monies in the fund to cover the approx. £10k a year costs, as released in previous years.  

This issue was discussed by the Charitable Funds Committee in its meeting of 12th October 2023; where it was agreed that local funds should support their areas where possible and that the Swansea Bay General Fund would only be used where there was no other fund available.  

For Christmas 2023, 7 wards on the Glanrhyd site fell into this category and £875.00 was released from the Swansea Bay General Fund following approval by the Charitable Funds Committee. 

The same amount was approved by Chair’s Action for 2024. The circumstances in Glanrhyd have not changed, and there are still no local funds that can cover this expenditure for Christmas 2025.


3. GOVERNANCE AND RISK ISSUES
There are no governance issues with this report, and the only risk is that patients on the Glanrhyd site would be disadvantaged compared to patients in other areas if this request were not approved.


4.  FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS
There is a financial implication of £875.00 to the Swansea Bay General Fund, which currently has an uncommitted balance of £49,574.23.
