MENTAL HEALTH (WALES) MEASURE PERFORMANCE REPORT

1. INTRODUCTION
This report has been compiled to provide assurance to the Legislative Committee of our compliance against the four parts of the Mental Health (Wales) Measure 2010 (the Measure) during the quarter.

2. BACKGROUND
The Measure is intended to ensure that where mental health services are delivered, they focus more appropriately on people’s individual needs.  It has four main parts:
· Part 1 seeks to ensure more mental health services are available within primary care.
· Part 2 gives all people who receive secondary mental health services the right to have a Care and Treatment Plan.
· Part 3 gives all adults who are discharged from secondary mental health services the right to refer themselves back to those services.
· Part 4 offers every in-patient access to the help of an independent mental health advocate.

Welsh Government have set access targets in relation to the Mental Health (Wales) Measure 2010, against which Health Boards across Wales are measured.  

Part 1 Local Primary Mental Health Support Services Measure

	Assessments - 80% of assessments by the Local Primary Mental Health (LPMHSS) undertaken within 28 days of referrals.

Interventions – 80% of interventions (either on an individual or group basis) started within 28 days following an assessment by LPMHSS

Part 2 Mental Health Measure (Care and Treatment Plans)

90% of patients who are in receipt of secondary mental health services have a valid Care and Treatment Plan (CTP) at the end of the month.

Part 3 Mental Health Measure (self-referrals and timely assessments)

100% of patients assessed under Part 3 requiring a copy of the report is provided to the individual who was assessed no later than 10 working days after the conclusion of the assessment.

Part 4 Mental Health Measure (Advocacy)

100% of qualifying patients (compulsory and informal/voluntary) who had their first contact with an Independent Mental Health Advocacy (IMHA) within 5 working days of their request for an IMHA.



3. GOVERNANCE AND RISK ISSUES

3.1	 Performance Information via data collection (1st Apr 24 to 31st Mar 25). All Wales Data for March has not yet been published by Welsh Government.

Data collection across all localities within the Health Board highlights compliance for each of the four parts of the measure. 
	
Part 1 Local Primary Mental Health Support Services Measure

Assessments – Adult Mental Health met the target (80%) for the twelve months. Including Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS) we met the target ten of the twelve months.  All Wales data for February ranged for under 18’s (74.3% to 100%, SBU 74.3%).  Over 18’s All Wales data in February ranged from (69.2% to 99.6%, SBU 99.6%). Interventions – Adult Mental Health met the target (80%) for the twelve months, including CAMHS.  All Wales data for February ranged from under 18’s (36.4% to 100%, SBU 100%), over 18’s (82.7% to 100%, SBU 98.7%).  (Appendix 2)

Part 2 Mental Health Measure (Care and Treatment Plans)

The data covers Adult, Older People, CAMHS and Learning Disability Services. SBU met the target for ten of the twelve months reported.  

An analysis of the data showed the area of most concern in the Adult Community Mental Health Teams (CMHT) is in Swansea.  The position at the end of Mar 2025 showed health above target in all areas in Swansea.

All Wales data in February (Target 90%) ranged from under 18’s (89.3% to 100%), Swansea Bay University Health Board (SBU 98.4%), over 18’s (59.1% to 92.1%, SBU 91%) (Appendix 3).     
                  
Part 3 Mental Health Measure (self-referrals and timely assessments)

SBU met the target for the four months when Part 3 referrals were received by the service. (Appendix 4) All Wales data for Part 3 is no longer published.

Part 4 Mental Health Measure (Advocacy)

SBU met the target for the 4th quarter of 2024/2025.  (Appendix 5)


3.2	 Risk Issues highlighted 
CTP compliance monitoring remains in situ as there remains a risk that the Health Board (HB) could drop below the 90% target.
As well as the performance figures against the national targets under the measure relating to CTP’s the Service Group has re-establish the review of the quality of the CTP’s. These recommenced in Aug 2024 within the Adult Mental Health CMHT’s and the outcomes of these reviews are attached in Appendix 6. for further detail.
The Adult Mental Health Division need to complete further work on the review process and the implement measures across all the CMHT’s to improve the quality and consistency of the CTP’s.
These will be shared with the committee if future meetings to provide updates and assurance on improvements.
4.  FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS
There are no financial implications as a result of this report or recommendations made.  Operational adjustments to achieve compliance are met from within existing budget lines.

5. RECOMMENDATION
The Committee are recommended to:

a. Consider the levels of compliance against Welsh Government access targets with regard to the Mental Health Measure (Wales) 2010 which offer no concerns regarding overall compliance with the legislation.

b. Consider the work undertaken by the Divisions in reviewing the details of the CTP’s and the improvement that needs to continue to take place going forward.

c. Consider the vacancy impact factor within the CAMHS service and the active recruitment to increase capacity and thus improve performance outputs.
