The UEC system continues to see high demand, with ambulance attendances in particular being higher than seen previously.  This is coupled with reduced flow out of hospital beds due to an imbalance of acute / community / care service provision.  These factors are resulting in unacceptable delays in patients accessing UEC services and therefore the risk score remains high.

	Rationale for target score:

· Increased numbers of clinically optimised patients remaining in hospital leads to increased length of stay, increased risk of over-occupancy and over-crowding, with consequence of increasing risks of acquisition of infection.
· General infrastructure of the aging hospital estate compromises ability to clean and decontaminate effectively.
· Antimicrobial prescribing, relating particularly to total volume of antibiotics, with the SBUHB having second highest total volume of antibiotics prescribed in primary care in Wales.
· Lack of decant facilities compromises environment deep cleaning & decontamination, and planned preventative maintenance programmes.
· Varying levels of IPC responsibility embedded across all disciplines and groups, with variable medical engagement at all levels in infection prevention-related Quality Improvements programmes.

	Additional Comments / Progress Notes
28/11/2024: The health board continues to experience an increase in the number of C. difficile cases and currently has the highest incidence of C. difficile in Wales (85.98/100,000). 
Whole genome sequencing indicates that the majority of the cases are not linked, however, there have been a small number of genomically linked transmissions identified during October. 
Gold Cdiff high incidence meetings are taking place every two weeks, with the Morriston and Singleton service groups also holding Silver Incident Management Team meetings every two weeks.

Risk Score Calculation

For each risk identified, the LIKELIHOOD & CONSEQUENCE mechanism will be utilised.  Essentially this examines each of the risks and attempts to assess the likelihood of the event occurring (PROBABILITY) and the effect it could have on the Health Board (IMPACT).
