It provides a fascinating insight into 70 years of local health services, from the birth of the NHS’s first baby, Aneira Thomas from Gorseinon, right through to the advent of 3D printing technology.
 
Hollywood star Michael Sheen, who grew up in Port Talbot, provides the introduction in which he hails the NHS as “the best of who we are”.
