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Blood Tests
Due to COVID-19 the blood test service at our hospital sites is changing. We have introduced a new appointment system for blood tests.  This is to support social distancing to protect our patients and staff. 

Our hospital sites do not have enough space in waiting rooms so we have to limit the number of patients queuing.

Therefore we are asking patients to pre-book their blood tests. This could be at Bay Field Hospital, Morriston, Singleton or Neath Port Talbot Hospitals. 

If you need to use public transport, we would advise you go to Morriston, Singleton or Neath Port Talbot Hospitals.

To help you know when to have your blood test, your doctor will note on your blood form how quickly it needs to be done:
· same day (urgent via walk in)
· within 48 hours (pre-book)
· within 1 week (pre-book)
Booking a blood test:

· There will be a fixed number of appointments available for booked blood tests at each hospital site daily.

· Online - please visit Swansea Bay University Health Board’s website https://sbuhb.nhs.wales and click on the link. 

· By telephone - please telephone 01792 601807.

Hospital Walk-in Blood Tests

· A further 80 appointments for blood tests will be available for walk-in patients who need a test on a particular day or urgently.

· On arrival at the hospital go to reception to get your walk-in timeslot for your blood test.   You will be asked to wait in your car until this time.

· Five minutes before your appointment make your way to the blood test area where you will be checked in.  Do not arrive before this.

· If possible please come on your own, unless you need a carer or chaperone.

Do not attend for a blood test if you have any of the following symptoms:
· Temperature or fever in the last 48 hours
· A new persistent cough in the last 48 hours 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Loss or change to sense of smell or taste
· If you live in the same house as someone who has developed the above symptoms or has had a positive COVID-19 test in the last 14 days.
