We aim to safely discharge patients as soon as they are medically well enough to leave.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Delays in discharge can happen for a number of reasons including the patient not having a safe place readily available to return or move to; the selection of a care home, or waiting for a bed in a care home. 
In some cases, a safe place may require additional support being put in place, like home adaptations or community support arrangements, which are often arranged by other organisations. We work closely with our partner organisations to ensure all necessary arrangements are put in place as quickly as possible.

You asked:
Please could you provide me with updated data on waiting times (i.e. how long patients who are clinically optimised/medically fit for discharge have been waiting).
My understanding is that the DTOC figures referred to above are based on a sample from the 3rd Wednesday of the month, or a similar ‘snapshot’ method. 
 Based on those samples, and the returns given to the delivery unit, for each month between April and July, please could you tell me how many patients were waiting:
1.	0-1 months 
2.	1-3 months 
3.	3-6 months 
4.	6-12 months 
5.	Over 12 months 
 
Our response:

Please note that a snapshot of Clinically Optimised Patients is taken on the third Wednesday of each month.  The table does not provide the total number of patients delayed during any month – it is just a snapshot of the position at that time. Please bear in mind that clinically Optimised Patients may pass through a number of Length of Delay groups the longer they are in a hospital bed.
As at the 3rd Wednesday of every month, the patients awaiting discharge deemed as “medically fit”, including for our Mental Health units, the waits were as follows;
