1. Number of intrauterine fetal deaths (stillbirths)
2. Number of premature deaths before 37 week' gestation
3. Number of neonatal deaths 

I can confirm that the information you are seeking is already readily available. Under Section 21 of the Freedom of Information Act (information accessible by other means), we are not required to provide information in response to a request if the information is already reasonably accessible to you. 
The neonatal mortality year by year is reported on MBRRACE by Health Board.  This can be located by going on to https://timms.le.ac.uk/mbrrace-uk-perinatal-mortality/data-viewer/ and selecting appropriate year and tabs. The 2022 report is the latest report to be published.

4. Number of PPROMS (premature prolonged rupture of membranes) babies 
This data is not held centrally.  To obtain this information would involve a manual trawl and search of records which we have estimated would significantly exceed the 18 hours limit set down by the FOI Act as the reasonable limit. Section 12 of the FOI Act and The Freedom of Information and Data Protection (Appropriate Limit and Fees) Regulation 2004 provides that we are not obliged to spend in excess of 18 hours in any sixty day period locating, retrieving and identifying information in order to deal with a request for information and we are therefore refusing this request under Section 12 of the Act.
