4. Explanation of the nature of payment to these care homes - ie are they only paid when the bed is full/being used or are they paid permanently for a specified number of beds.
Payment is provided as per each invoice received by the Health Board. There are two types of bed utilised by the Health Board. Either block (where we paid the bed regardless if it is empty or used but it is ring fenced to us) or spot beds (we pay when they are filled). The usage of these types is depending on bed availability at the time of discharge.
