Referrals for lower limb FES treatment are 

accepted from registered Physiotherapists, Consultants and GPs for patients within 

the following areas:  

 

 Swansea Bay University Health Board 

 Hywel Dda Health Board (funded on an individual basis) 

 Powys (depending on location) Health Board (funded on an individual basis) 

 Cwm Taf Morgannwg University Health Board (Bridgend only) (SLA in place) 

 

Single channel, dual channel, wireless, leg cuff devices are issued and/or 

supported by the service The service provides and manages all consumables, 

spare parts and replacement devices for patients. The service supports patients 

using review appointments, the patient pathway is based on the National Service 

for FES (Salisbury) - which includes up to 5 appointments in the patient’s first 

year. Annual reviews are conducted thereafter. Telephone and video reviews are 

conducted when appropriate.
