Through the Welsh Government Targeted Estates Funding for 2025/26 we are undertaking male and female ward refresh works in Clyne and Fendrod Wards this financial year. This includes replacement of the building fabrics, decoration, flooring, external courtyard improvements and replacement of furniture,based on a phased approach, room by room and corridor by corridor with no closure of beds anticipated as of July 2025.
Older Adult – Capital works may include roof repairs and rain water goods replacement on Ysbryd Y Coed. No definitive timescale or start date has been agreed by Capital or Estates as yet, due to on-going discussions with the contractor, however scaffolding is erected in preperation for the works to start September 2025.

· CAMHS (Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services)
No works expected to impact patient flow

· Forensic Services
Refurbishment of Taith Newydd - Planned works following repairs from a fire which will add capacity longer term.

· Specialist Services (e.g. Perinatal, Eating Disorders, Neuropsychiatry)
Mother and Baby Unit roof refurbishment planned, this is not expected to impact flow and capacity.
