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Please note: If you have an eye complaint e.g. red eye, flashes and floaters, vision problems, double vision, painful gritty eyes etc., please make an arrangement to see your local optician (optometrist) who will provide a FREE eye examination under a scheme known as the Welsh Eye Care Service (WECS).  
Please ring an optician (optometrist) of your choice and ask for a WECS appointment - you will be asked questions about your eye complaint and the optometrist may offer you an appointment within 24-48 hours. 
Accessing the RACE clinic:
Appointments in the RACE clinic are by referral only.
The RACE clinic is Not A Drop-in Clinic and patients will not be seen without a referral from: their Optician, a Minor Injuries unit, Accident & Emergency, their GP or another medical team.

Information for patients referred to the RACE CLINIC
RACE location:
The RACE clinic is located corridor 3 in the main building of Singleton Hospital, Sketty Lane, Swansea. Please note that “out of hours” eye emergency assessments may take place at a different location and you will be informed as to where to go under these circumstances.
Waiting times
Please note - the clinic can be very busy, depending on demand, and because patients are seen on the basis of their medical priority, rather than purely their appointment time, it sometimes means that appointment times run late and that waiting times vary.
